Schedules

Weeks 1-9

Each child must have a set scheduléor the weeks that (s)he at-
tends Summer Camp. This schedule cannot vary from week to
week during the Summer Camp and can only be changed in the
ways described under the Schedule Changes section.

Week 10, Field Trip Week
Only children enrolled for 3 or more weeks of Weeks 1-9 of Sum-

mer Camp will be able to be enrolled for Week 10. A child’s
schedule for the Field Trip Week can be different from his or her
Summer Camp schedule. Enrollment for this week will be lim-
ited.

Priorities

Weeks 1-9 Current and alumni families have priority for enroll-
ment until FRIDAY, April 1st. Priority will be given as follows
through the priority deadline with the date of return establishing
order within each group:
1st: children enrolled 5 days per week for 6-9 weeks
2nd: children enrolled for a 2-4 days/wk set schedule for
6-9 weeks.

3rd: children enrolled 5 days per week for 3-5 weeks
4th: children enrolled for a 2-4 day/week set schedule for
3-5 weeks

*if there are still spaces available as of April 1st , registration will
be opened to the general public (as well as current/alumni fami-
lies who turn in forms after the priority deadline) for set sched-
ules of 3-9 weeks. At that time, all enrollment forms will be con-
sidered on a first come first serve basis.




Enrollment Information (Continued)

*If space remains after April 23rd , enrollment will be open to
families requesting enrollment for 1 to 2 weeks of summer. The-
se requests will be considered on a first come first serve basis.
Families enrolling for only 1 or 2 weeks out of weeks 1-9 of Sum-
mer Program cannot enroll for week 10, Field Trip Week unless
space is still available.

Week 10, field Trip Week: Children will be enrolled for Field
Trip week in the same priority listed above.

Please Note: Any enrollment packets received after Friday,
June 3rd will start the 2nd week of camp.

Billing Information:
Red Caboose bills in advance for the month based on the number
of Fridays in that month. The bill shows any past due balances,
the tuition charged for all days and weeks, any payments that
have been made, and the total balance due. Bills will be mailed
unless you request an email bill.

When you enroll your child(ren), you contract for a specific
number of days each week of the summer; you are expected to
pay for each week you have signed up for. Deposit checks are
credited towards the first week a child is enrolled for and will
appear on the first bill.

Payment Policy

Payment is due in advance, on Friday, for the following week.
Parents may pay more than one week in advance. This payment
policy applies to all parents, including those who receive child

care funding and have a ‘co-pay.” Each account will be reviewed
weekly and will be given a $10.00 late fee if the parent owes
more than two-weeks tuition. A $10.00 late fee may be charged
weekly until the account is current. Continuous past due ac-
counts may be grounds for dis-enrollment from the program.

Late Pick-Up Fees

A late fee of:

$6.00 for the first five minutes.

$6.00 for any portion of each additional five minutes will be
charged to your bill for each child left after 5:30pm.

Teachers will attempt to notify parents or emergency contacts if a
child has not been picked up by closing time.

Late Pick Up Fees (Continued)
Parents who arrive late must sign a form stating that they were
late and what time their child(ren) was picked up.

Consistent lateness (three times per month or six times per year)
may be grounds for dis-enrollment.

Holiday

Red Caboose is closed on Monday, July 4, 2011. You will be
charged for that day if your child has Monday as a part of his/
her schedule and is enrolled that week.

Tuition Assistance
The Billing Coordinator is available to give you information
about tuition assistance for any short-term emergency.

Schedule Changes

All Change of Schedule requests need to be made to the School
Age Program Director, Lisa Fiala, and will be accommodated
whenever possible as long as space is available. All decisions of
the School Age Program Director are final.

Weeks 1-9

Adding Days: If space is available, days can be added to a
set schedule. (For example, a schedule of M,W,F may be
changed to M-F for the remainder of summer.)

Drop-In Days: If space is available, Drop-In Days (any ad-
ditional day not part of the set schedule) can be requested no
more than one week in advance of the requested drop-in day.

Changing Weekly Schedule: If space is available, a set
schedule may be permanently changed as long as there is no net
reduction in days. (For example, a T,W schedule may be
changed to a M,R schedule for the remainder of the summer.)

Switching Weeks: If space is available, a contracted week
can be switched for a previously un-contracted week. (For exam-
ple, a M-H schedule for 7/11-7 /14 may be switched for a M-H
schedule for 7/18-7/21.)

Dropping Days/Weeks: Individual days and/or weeks
cannot be dropped once they have been contracted for.

Withdrawing: Four weeks written notice is required for
withdrawal from the program.

Week 10, Field Trip Week: This schedule can differ from
weeks 1-9 and require a separate enrollment. Contracted sched-
ules for week 10 cannot be changed except by adding one or
more drop-in day(s) as explained above.

These schedule change policies have been approved by the
Red Caboose Board of Directors.
